The Geofabrics Australasia geotextile manufacturing plant was opened in 
1987. It has since undergone significant capacity and equipment upgrades 
using technology developed locally. 

Geofabrics Australasia is committed to sustainable manufacturing by the use 
of recycled raw materials and an ongoing reduction in energy usage and 
waste production.  

In 1999 Geofabrics Australasia, together with Visy Recycling, pioneered the 
use of up to 100% recycled PET in non-woven geotextiles. Geofabrics 
Australasia is now a significant user of recycled PET polymer and due to on-
going shortages in quality feedstock has had to import 60% of its needs in the 
past 12 months. Geofabrics has benefited from government incentive 
programs such as SIP and has registered interest in the recently announced 
AusIndustry “Re-Tooling for Climate Change” program��
